The Benromach Spirit of Speyside Whisky Festival Photographic Competition 2012 Criteria

Rules:

1. Free Entry: Open to all members of the public in any profession and residents of any country.  Images can be taken in any year. Entries will only be accepted with this form (downloaded/photocopied/original) fully and clearly completed. 

2. Location: Photograph(s) to be taken within the Greater Speyside Region (Nairn in the West, to MacDuff in the East, Tomintoul and Kingussie in the south including the Northern area of the Cairngorm National Park). There is a map on the Festival website (www.spiritofspeyside.com/photo.php) describing the exact area. 
3. Category A. The Flora and Fauna of Speyside (these include gardens, woodlands, wildlife, rivers, lochs, moorland, hills, mountains and coasts of Speyside)
4. Category: B. Speyside Distilleries Inside and Out (these include interior and exterior images of any Speyside Distillery and can include cooperages and the people in or related to the industry) 
5. Category: C. Iconic Images of Speyside (these include churches, bridges, castles, monuments, palaces and natural features)
6. Specifications:  Category: colour only.  All people depicted as a main subject, in any photo must be over 25 in accordance with government legislation associated with alcohol marketing.

7. Size: A4 size prints (297mm x 210mm) only and unmounted. Other sizes will be ineligible.  Overseas entries can be provided by email or on a CD – a minimum 300 dpi. 

8. Label: Each image is to be clearly labelled on the back with the title/ category (Flora and Fauna, Distilleries or icon)/location photographer’s name/address/telephone no and email address. Please do not write directly on the back of the photograph.  Images entered in the competition will not be returned. 
9. The photographer submitting the entry must own the copyright of any images entered. Winning and runner-up entries submitted to previous Spirit of Speyside competitions are ineligible. 
10. Entries:  These must be posted to Steve Oliver, Achnaben Benrinnes Drive Aberlour AB38 9NW, to arrive not later than the closing date of 29th October 2011.  Late entries will not be accepted.
11. Judging: The winners and runner ups will be chosen by a minimum panel of 3 judges appointed by the Spirit of Speyside Whisky Festival in January 2012. The winners will be announced after the judging.

Exhibition: The top short-listed 22 mounted prints, as selected by the judges, will be framed and form a travelling exhibition used to promote the Benromach Distillery and the Spirit of Speyside Whisky Festival in 2012.  Locations will include the Scotch Whisky Experience Edinburgh, Johnstons of Elgin and local libraries.  

14. Conditions: Interpretation of all rules will be entirely by The Spirit of Speyside Whisky Festival organisers and their decision will be final. No correspondence whatsoever can be entered into by any party, regarding any decision.

15. Copyright: Copyright will remain with the photographer but is freely assigned to Spirit of Speyside Whisky Festival Ltd and Benromach Distillery for use within any publicity or other activities in connection with the event. Submission of an entry implies full acceptance of all the rules and conditions.
